	Title	Emotive language in Poetry and Spoken word with
Focus on African poets and spoken word speakers

	Time duration	2-3 lessons. Lesson 1/2 Revise background skills and apply to given poems and spoken word videos. Lesson 2/3 Begin creating their own pieces and if there is opportunity perform

	Overview	This lesson plan, which has the opportunity to span two or three lessons, gives students the chance to work on the skills taught for analysing the poems in their poetry anthology, but apply it to famous poems by prominent famous black poets, as well as spoken word, a form of poetry. The focus of this activity is the use of emotive language.
Building on this, students are encourage to create their own pieces and if time allows to perform their creations.

	Objective and activities
	· To understand the purpose of story telling, poetry and spoken word in African culture
· To be able to recognize emotive language and it’s uses in poetry and spoken word.
· To be able to identify the importance of voice, audience and purpose in poetry and spoken word.
· To be able to identify emotive language and language techniques in given examples of poems and spoken word videos.
· Write your own creative pieces.
· Share and perform your creative pieces.
